The Spirit’s Relationship with Truth
1 John 5:6 It is the Spirit who testifies, because the Spirit is the truth. 
1. Paraclete for Believers
Paraclete comes from the koine greek word παράκλητος (paraklētos, "one who consoles, one who intercedes on our behalf, a comforter or an advocate").
Paraclete appears in the Gospel of John (14:16, 14:26, 15:26, 16:7, 20:22) where it may be translated in English as "Counselor", "Helper", or "Comforter". 
The early church  identified the Paraclete as the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:5,1:8,2:4,2:38) and Christians continue to use Paraclete as a title for the Spirit of God.
· Two Paracletes are mentioned in the Gospels 
· Christ is the First Paraclete (1 John 2:1) 
· The Holy Spirit is the Second Paraclete (John 14:26)
· Sent to enlighten, clarify, and Disclose the Message and Truth of Jesus and the Father, leading believers into all truth (John 16:12-15). 
2. Convicting Unbelievers

· Convincing Unbelievers of the realities of Sin, Righteousness, and Judgment (John 16:8-11).
3. Words that Scripture Uses Implying ACTION in Describing the Spirit’s WORK in Relation to TRUTH:

      As to this salvation, the prophets who prophesied of the grace that would come to you made careful searches and inquiries, seeking to know what person or time the Spirit of Christ within them was indicating as He predicted the sufferings of Christ and the glories to follow.  It was revealed to them that they were not serving themselves, but you, in these things which now have been announced to you through those who preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven--things into which angels long to look.

     One of them, named Agabus, stood up and through the Spirit predicted that a severe famine would spread over the entire Roman world. (This happened during the reign of Claudius).

· J.I. Packer, in his book Keep in Step with the Spirit,  calls the Spirit’s work a “Floodlight Ministry” in relation to Jesus Christ.  He casts a light on Jesus and His Redemptive work, making mankind aware of His glory:
When floodlighting is well done, the floodlights are so placed that 

you do not see them; what you are meant to see is the building the 

floodlights are trained on.  The intended effect is to make it visible

when otherwise it would not bee seen because of the darkness, and 

to maximize its dignity by throwing all its detail into relief so that 

you see it properly. The Holy Spirit is the hidden floodlight shining

on the Savior.  It’s as if the Spirit stands behind us, throwing light

over our shoulder, on Jesus, who stands faces us.

The point is this:  the Spirit and His work is not meant to be some vague, abstract, confusing, nebulous, mystical experience that no one quite understands.  Far from it – His work is making the presence of Christ crystal clear in our hearts and minds – driving away the darkness of the lies of self and the enemy – and bringing us to a true understanding of Truth and Love – and a relationship with the One who is the ultimate embodiment of both.

The Counselor/Comforter/Helper (Paraclete)

· David Yonggi Cho comments on the meaning of Paraclete:


Paraclete has its root in two Greek words that mean “at one’s side” and


“to call.”  Etymologically, this word originated from a court trial.  When


a defendant was pressed hard by a prosecutor and didn’t know how to


plead for himself, he looked around, hoping to find someone to help him.


Seeing the familiar face of an influential friend, the defendant would


beckon to him and the friend would make his way through the crowd


to the defendant’s side.  From that moment, the friend stood by the 


defendant as his paraclete and helped him win the case.


The Comforter gives solace, counsels, pleads, entreats, exhorts and 


Strengthens so that a person can gain victory over his opponents.

· Jesus is our FIRST Paraclete (1 John 2:1)
· The Holy Spirit is “ANOTHER Comforter”  -- Allos Parakletos.

“Allos”  signifies “another of the same kind and quality” (John 14:16)
“Heteros” signifies “another different in kind and quality” (Gal. 1:6)
Water and Rain
· Water is Essential for Life

Wind and Breath
The Word for “Spirit” is the Same Word for “Wind” and “Breath” in Greek (Pneuma) and in Hebrew (Rûah or Rûach).

The Hebrew word for dove is yohnah and is derived from the word anah, meaning, “to mourn,” showing that the name comes from its characteristic mournful coo.
